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Dear Students,

Who says learning a language has to be about boring work sheets?

This year I will be introducing the new Sube Spanish program that lets us learn Spanish through art, music and games.  Here is how it works: 

The year will be broken up into eight core units: animals, food, home, verbs, body, clothes, places, and opposites. Around those core units we will also be learning the basics like, the alphabet, colors, numbers, and shapes. 

In every unit we will start the class by learning some Spanish  songs like “La Cucaracha” and learning how to say some basic phrases in Spanish. Then we will play games with the picture flashcards that introduce the unit vocabulary,  play games like the Hide and Seek game to learn vocabulary, the Silly Sentence game to learn to make sentences in Spanish and Dónde está? which will get you speaking in Spanish! You will be using your body to learn Spanish too when we play Simón Dice and the Action Game!
Finally, we will do some kind of art project, like making laminated placemats, making shapes out of clay, or playing Ay Caramba! Bingo. We will also practice reading and writing in Spanish with fun activity sheets that you can take home to show your parents how much you know.

Every unit also comes with a music video that has exciting music from different countries in Latin America; salsa from Cuba, Ranchera music from Mexico and Rumba Flamenco from Spain. The main vocabulary words that we will be using in the unit are in this video and you will be calling out the words as they appear on the screen to learn how to pronounce them and to memorize them.  And you can even dance to it if you want.  We will play this short three minute video at the end of each class.

So get ready to use your whole body to learn Spanish and have some fun along the way!
